Attachment Tabs:

Motorhome mount tow bars are
recommended for use with this baseplate.
Due to the design of the removable tabs, the
RangeFinderll, Adventurer, and Ambassador
tow bars can not be used. The Acclaim tow
bar may be used, but will not fold and store on
the front of the vehicle. Adapters, except the
BX8833 and BX88151, can not be used with
this baseplate.

Instructions:

The front fascia, and metal bumper are
removed for the baseplate installation. Drilling
is required. Trimming of the fascia is required.

The dimensional variations between otherwise
identical vehicles can be considerable.

While the baseplate was designed for easy
installation, it may be necessary to tailor the
baseplate slightly to compensate for auto
manufacturer’s tolerances.

2. Just forward of front tire, on edge of wheel well, are
three metric bolts to remove with the 7MM socket,
both sides.

Mark a line from outer edge of bumper brace,
on the passenger’s side with the 10MM socket. along the bottom edge of metal bumper and down,
flush with the outside edge of frame rail, both sides

9. Mark a line from inner edge of bumper brace, along 10. Using the 10MM socket, remove the metric bolt
the bottom edge of metal bumper and down, flush from the horn bracket on the driver’s side, unplug
with the inside edge of frame rail, both sides (view and set aside.

Slide the baseplate on to the frame rail to align
with the existing hole for the intake tube on the
passenger’s side, tighten the baseplate to the
frame with existing metric bolt from the intake
tube and clamp the baseplate to the frame rail

on the driver’s side with the vise grip. Baseplate
should measure approximately 7/8” from the
bottom side of frame ribbing down to the top edge
of baseplate and as far forward as possible, both
sides. Photo of passenger’s side with air intake
tube removed to show baseplate installation
only. It is not necessary to remove. Air intake
should pull out of the way enough for proper
installation.

Reinstall horn bracket on the driver’s side, using
the existing equipment with the 10MM socket. Be
sure that all electrical connections are plugged
in properly.
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12. Using the baseplate as a template, drill four holes
on the driver’s side and the four holes on the
passenger’s side with the 13/32” drill bit. Insert
the nut plates into the end of frame rail, just behind
metal bumper bracket to align with drilled holes,
insert 3/8-16 x 1 1/2” hex bolts and lock washers
into baseplate/drilled holes with the 9/16” socket,
both sides.

BE SURE TO USE LOCTITE® RED ON ALL BOLTS
BEFORE TIGHTENING. TIGHTEN ALL BOLTS
ACCORDING TO THE TORQUE CHART ON THE
FRONT PAGE OF THESE INSTRUCTIONS OR ON
PAGE 3 OF THE BASEPLATE GENERAL TOWING
INSTRUCTIONS.

14. Remove existing metric bolt from passenger’s side,
installed in step 11. Using the 6MM-1.0 x 45MM
hex bolt and 1/4” flat washer, reinstall the air intake
tube to its original position on the frame.

When using power drills be aware of the
dangers of torque and drill bit length.

15. Mark a line on the bottom edge of the tab that
connects to the intake tube front bolt location
and mark a line on the air dam just below metal
bumper, both sides. Cut and remove these two
areas with the utility knife, both sides.

17. Location for the 4 or 6 pin electrical coupler on
the fascia's lower air dam just below license plate.

16. Hold fascia as close to its original position as

possible, mark and cut the top style of the lower
grill opening, on both sides of the attachment tab
receivers to allow tabs to come through. Reinstall
fascia. Be sure all electrical components are
plugged in properly.
