5.	 Using a Phillips screwdriver, remove the 
four (4) screws from the underside of the 
fascia. There are two (2) on each side.

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6.	 Using a 10MM socket, remove the seven 
(7) screws from the underside of the 
fascia. 

7.	 Pull back the wheel well liner, remove the 
screw from the top edge of the fascia. Do 
this on both sides of the vehicle. Pull the 
fascia forwards disconnecting any electrical 
connections and set fascia aside.

8.	 Using a 17MM socket, remove the two (2) bolts 
from the tow hook bracket. Do this on both 
sides of the vehicle.

11.	 Using a 1-1/4” hole saw, drill an access 
hole 1-3/4” down from the top of the frame 
and centered side to side. Do this on both 
sides of the vehicle.

12.	 Position the baseplate onto the vehicle. 
Install 12MM-1.25 x 45MM bolts with 
12MM lock and 1/2” flat washers into the 
existing holes. Do this on both sides of the 
vehicle. Fully tighten hardware.

13.	 Using a 17/32” drill bit, drill the hole in 
the side of the baseplate thru the frame. 
Install a 1/2”-13 x 1-1/2” bolt with 1/2” 
lock washer into the hole and a 1/2” nut 
plate on the inside of the frame.
