An LED tail light wiring kit is also 
available in red (BX88267) or clear (BX88269).

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1.	 Using a 10MM socket, remove the 
two (2) bolts and push pins that are 
located in the front area, one (1) 
per side. There are eight (8) bolts 
along the front that also need to be 
removed using a 5.5MM socket.

3.	 On the underside of the vehicle use 
a 5.5MM socket to remove seven 
(7) bolts. 

5.	 Once the center panel has been 
removed, use a 10MM socket to 
remove the bolt. There is one (1) on 
each side of the vehicle.

6.	 Next, remove the grill by gently 
pulling it forward. 

2.	 Using a 5.5MM socket, remove the 
three (3) bolts in the wheel well 
area. Do this on both sides.  

4.	 Use a flat screwdriver to gently pry 
the center panel out. 
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8.	 On the driver’s side, remove the 
horn using an 8MM socket. 

9.	 The windshield wiper fluid reservoir 
needs to be removed on the 
passenger side. Unplug all electrical 
components and remove the bolt 
on the top, right side using a 8MM 
socket.  Using a 11MM socket, 
remove the other two (2) bolts. 

	 Be sure to plug the lines to avoid 
fluid leakage.

10.	 Clamp the baseplate securely into 
place and verify it is aligned evenly. 

7.	 The front fascia can now be 
removed by pulling firmly outward.
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12.	 Using a 13/32” drill bit, drill the top 
two (2) holes.

	 Insert the 3/8”-16 x 1-1/4” hex head 
bolts, 3/8” lock washers and fasten 
securely with the 3/8”-16 nut plates. 

	 Do this on both sides of the vehicle. 

14.	 Continue using the 13/32” drill bit 
and drill the bottom, front hole.

	 Insert the 3/8”-16 x 2” hex head 
bolts, 3/8” lock washers. Place 
six (6) 3/8” flat washer and fasten 
securely with the 3/8”-16 nut plates. 

	 Do this on both sides of the vehicle. 

11.	 Using a 13/32” drill bit and the 
baseplate as a template, drill the 
bottom, back two (2) holes. 

	 Insert the 3/8”-16 x 2-1/2” hex head 
bolts, 3/8” lock washers and fasten 
securely with the 3/8”-16 nut plates. 

	 Do this on both sides of the vehicle. 

13 .	On the driver’s side only, use a 
flat chisel to remove the nut that is 
located on the outer edge inside the 
vehicle frame rail. 
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17.	 Place seven (7) 1/4” flat washers behind 
the reservoir on the inner most side prior to 
tightening the existing bolts.

18.	 Reattach all electrical wiring and fluid lines. 

15.	 Reinstall the horn to the original 
location. It may require bending 
slightly.

16 .	Prior to reinstalling the windshield wiper 
reservoir, notch as shown above. 

19.	 Attach the permanent baseplate safety cables to the provided convenience link on the baseplate. 
Additional options may interfere with suggested mounting; in this case, secure the cables to a 
solid piece of the frame as described in the instructions included with the permanent baseplate 
safety cables. Be sure the safety cables do not rub against any hoses or moving parts. Do this on 
both sides of the vehicle.
