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Step 1

Lower the spare tire from inside the vehicle

by using the tools provided with the vehicle,
located under storage compartment. Set aside
for reinstallation in Step 3.

Clean all weldnuts, where applicable.

Step 2

Raise the trailer hitch into position and loosely
install three M14 hex bolts (#1) and conical-
toothed washers (#2) into the existing weldnuts
on both sides of the vehicle. Torque M14 bolts
to 136 Ib-ft.

Step 3

Raise the spare tire back into place
with the vehicle tools provided.

Note: While raising the spare tire back into
place, inspect the hitch and tire to make sure
there is adequate clearance. If additional
clearance is needed between the hitch and
tire, push the tire forward while raising it.
