Raise the hitch into position aligning the hitch with the holes in the vehicle cross member and reinstall the (4) M12 3.
flange bolts removed in step 2 into the existing weld nuts on bumper. Torque all fasteners to 75 LB-FT.

Raise the exhaust back into position and reattach the rubber isolators to the muffler.4.
