2. Using a 1/8" drill bit drill four pilot holes.

3. Using the four #12-11 x 1 1/4" Phillips drive screws provided mount the bracket as
shown above.

4. Determine which carriage bolt best fits your spare tire and insert it into the bracket
seating it into the diamond at the bottom of the slot. Secure the carriage bolt with
the 5/8" flat washer, the 1/2" lock washer, and the 1/2" hex nut.

5. Mount the spare by inserting the carriage bolt into one of the lug nut holes on the
wheel. Secure the spare with the 1/2" flat washer and the 1/2" wing nut.
